Lesson Plan 

Kate Mills – Fall 2011
Grade: Sophomores and Juniors – Spanish IV       
Content Topic: Spanish Artists – Biography Research
Estimated Lesson Time: 
· First Day – 45 minutes with guided research practice for the remaining 35 minutes.

· The Entire Project spans six days (Oct. 20, 24, 25, 26, 27, and 31)

· Oct. 20-25: Research

· Oct. 26: Introduction of Writing Assignment

· Oct. 27: Multimedia Expectations

· Oct. 31: Class Presentations

Provisions for Differentiation and Learning Styles:

· Differentiation for Ability Levels: 

· Because the students in this class are all Spanish IV students, the need for differentiation is not as high. 
· However, teacher and school librarian will model research for artists chosen by students who need extended time or extra scaffolding.
· Due to the course being an upper-level Spanish course, all students will have a depth of vocabulary that will lend itself to differentiation naturally in that students at a slightly higher ability-level will use a higher level of vocabulary than those students at the mid-level. 
· Differentiation for Learning Styles/Multiple Intelligences:

· Verbal/Linguistic – Written Spanish Essay/verbal presentation of multimedia project
· Musical/Rhythmic – Verbal presentation of multimedia project
· Visual – Creation of multimedia project
· Logical/Mathematical – Using Log to keep track of information

Engagement (interest hook): 

· Edgar Degas article
· Artist Influence Scale of Interest
DAY ONE – October 20, 2011 
Pre-assessment of Prior Knowledge: 

1. Homework Assignment – assigned Tuesday, 10/18/11: Students will read an article about Edgar Degas and the influences in his life on his art.

2. Students will write a paragraph explanation of who/what influenced Degas’ art. Students will

a. identify artist inspiration.

b. practice extracting important knowledge from a nonfiction article. 

c. demonstrate prior knowledge of parenthetical citations.

d. demonstrate prior knowledge of a works cited citation. 

3. On Thursday, school librarian and teachers will
a. Review student answers to article response.

b. Distribute the Artist Influence Scale of Interest and discuss student responses.

Direct Instruction:

1. School librarian and teacher will distribute list of artists and architects from which students will choose one.

2. School librarian will then go through the available databases for use, emphasizing recommended search strategies and showing some examples of quality articles. 

a. SIRS Knowledge Source

b. SIRS Discoverer on the Web

c. InfoTrac Gale Group

d. History Reference Center

3. Students will have a handout with the icons of the difference databases and recommendations for searching and using each of the four. Students should annotate these sheets with further recommendations from teacher and school librarian during the presentation. 
Modeling and Guided Practice: 

1. While the school librarian is instructing on the four database options, she will be using various artists to demonstrate the ease of finding the information. 
2. She will also make sure to read through one to two of the databases to emphasize how to extract information.

3. Once the lesson on the databases is concluded, the school librarian and teacher will give an overview of how to fill out the research log. 
a. Emphasize the different sections and what students should look for to include in each section.

b. Explain how to make note of various sources while researching.

c. Give the two options for noting citation information:
i. The page at the back of the log OR

ii. Copying information onto a Word document and saving. 
Independent practice:

1. Students will spend the remainder of October 20 and all of Monday, October 24 researching their chosen artists. 

2. Teacher and school librarian will circulate, answering questions and reinforcing citation needs (making sure students are indicating where they are finding particular information). 
Sharing and reflecting:

1. Following the essay instruction from the teacher and the recommendations from the teacher and school librarian about multimedia options for the project visual, students will present their biographies (in Spanish) on Monday, October 31.

2. During the presentations, students will take notes on their peers’ information, thus enhancing their knowledge of many Spanish and Latino artists. 
Assessment (formative and/or summative): 

1. (completion) Student paragraph about Edgar Degas’ article – how well did they understand the concept of artist influence? 

2. (formative-class discussion) Student – Artist Scale of Interest survey – how well do students understand art? How important do they think outside influences are on artists’ works?

3. (formative) Teacher and school librarian, while circulating, will be grading students’ work ethic and their research logs during research days in library using a Research Assessment Scale. 

4. (summative) Teacher will grade research essay (written in Spanish) using class rubric.

5. (summative) School librarian will grade Works Cited page. 

6. (summative) Teacher will grade multimedia and presentations (presentation is in Spanish).

Evaluation of lesson: 
· Students will take notes of peer presentations in order to gain information about multiple artists

· Students will take school librarian’s evaluation of the research process. School librarian will compile information to gauge effectiveness of lesson/unit.
